




 Use the educational resources at your disposal

Use the EUR-OCEANS educational kit and its 
contents, brochures, films and contacts on climate 
change as well as the resources provided on our 
website (www.eur-oceans.info). These materials 
are placed at your disposal so that you can 
introduce your students to the essential knowledge 
needed to understand the mechanisms of the 
climate, its changes and the functioning of our 
oceans.

The students should, by the end, be able to discuss 
their own ideas and opinions on this topic to create 
the film and story.

 Reflections around the topic

Using the materials available and the different 
observations and/or activities you will do in the 
field, get your students thinking. Imagine a subject, 
a story. Which story would they like to tell ? What 
do they want to say about this subject ? What 
should the film look like ? Will your film be a work of 
fiction, a report, a public poll or a theatre play ?

 Writing of the scenario

The scenario tells, retraces, describes and 
structures the story of the film. The written scenario 
constitutes the main parts, the main lines that will 
allow you to subsequently elaborate the script. 
It is the description of the story and the action of 
the film. It should include; technical instructions, 
dialogue, background music and perhaps even 
illustrations.

After finishing the first version of the scenario you 
can invite your students to answer the following 
questions :

is the told story clear and well structured ?``
which images, illustrations are necessary to ``
illustrate your story ?
are they feasible ?``
is the film consistent from the beginning to the ``
end ?

have the competition guidelines been  ``
followed ? Keep on working on your scenario 
until you are happy you have satisfied all the 
questions.

 Execution of the script

Like a storyboard for a cartoon the script will be the 
essential tool that will enable you to cut/organise 
your scenario into precise and detailed successive 
pictures. The more precise the description of 
your images, the more efficient the making and 
the cutting of the film afterwards. What are the 
dialogues of the characters, who says what and 
who plays what in each sequence ? Which images 
and scenes have to be made ? Wich material have 
to be prepared for each scene and sequence ? 
What will be the length of each sequence ? The 
last point is very important because it will help you 
to precisely calculate the total duration of the film 
and not to exceed the appointed 6 minutes. To 
calculate the length of the scenes, read out loud 
the dialogue or commentary as if you were really 
making the film and time it.
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Some hints to lead your project to success
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It might also be interesting to draw (a schematic 
is enough) the content of each sequence, each 
scene or each shooting, like a storyboard for an 
animation.

 Shooting and cutting

If you have the time and the necessary means 
to produce the film, the following teams and 
roles should be assigned: a team for shooting, a 
technical team, decoration and costume team, the 
actors and the editing team. Each person should 
know his/her function and ‘what to do when’.

The actual production of the film is not compulsory 
to enter the competition;  in the contest ; however, 
it is a really exciting activity for the students. Give 
it a try!

Please remember that if your students film other 
people (for example on the beach), they must get 
their written permission to appear in the film first.  
This legal aspect should be taken into account 
at the beginning of the project while writing the 
scenario and script, as it may effect your choice of 
location for shooting some scenes.
